We will prioritise applications from these sectors: early childhood, youth justice, 
employment, housing, health, human services and net zero transitions. 
If you are successful in your application: 

•  you will receive a letter of acceptance from PLACE   

•  PLACE will confirm your place with the training provider   

•  PLACE will arrange payment directly with the provider   

•  you can begin training once enrolment is confirmed   

•  you join a Scholarships Peer Group to connect with other scholars
